8. Know basic world scout history and BP the founder of scouting.

BP is a short name for Robert Smith Stephenson Baden Powell. BP was born on February 22, 1857 at
London. His father was professor of Oxford college and his mother was the daughter of a navy general of
Great Britain. At the young age, BP had many talents such as he could use both hands as one good hand, and
was excellent in sketching, imitate animal voices, cooking without smoke and he also were brave, kind,
courteous and very smart.

He had a goal of travel around the world. The best way to do it was to join the Great Britain army when he
was 19 years old (1876). From 1886-1890 he was required to move to Africa where he fought the Zulu.
Zulu tribes were very brave and smart. BP finally won the fight, and he took the bone necklace from Zulu
top leader, which he used later for wood badge totem. In 1895 he kept the peace for Ashanti where he found
left hand shake from people in Ashanti.

In 1890 BP was nominated as a general in the British army who became famous for his leadership during the
Boer War in South Africa between Britain and the descendants of Dutch settlers, the Boers. During the war,
his army was trapped in Mafeking castle for more than 7 months and more than 20,000 cannon fires had
been fired into the Mafeking. BP had used lots of kids to help in the war, which they could cook, news
delivery, being spies, etc... and the Mafeking was released by May 19, 1900 by BP and his younger brother.

In 1907, Baden Powell invited a group of 20 boys to Brownsea Island off the coast of England to attend the
world’s first Boy Scout camp. Its success lead him to write a book called Scouting for Boys. Thousand of
boys read it and wanted to join the new organization. Scouting spread like wildfire throughout England and,
before long, round the world. Baden Powell got married with a 22 year old lady, De Olave, in October 30,
1912. The world scouting organization had share condolences to Powell family when Baden Powell passed
away on January 8, 1941 — and he was buried at Kenya, South Africa.

9. Know Vietnamese Scouting Movement History

The Vietnamese Scouting movement started from 1930 by Mr. Tran Vian Khic. He saw French scout
meeting in HaNoi, and he thought it is a good program for Vietnamese teenagers. Therefore, he dedicated



his life for Vietnamese Scouting. Vietnamese Scouts Organization was approved to be the 72" world
scouting member in May 7, 1957. Vietnamese Scouting movement stopped after Vietnam war 1975, but it
then still going on in those refugee camps of southeast of Asia. And it live again in third country around the
world. Mr. Tran Van Khic has a wood badge name as “Séu Siéng Ning”.

a/ Gut don (single knot) — hold one loose end of rope

b/ Gut son ca (hanging knot) — hang heavy object

¢/ Gut thuyén chai (clove hitch) - tie any thing as such anchor, tree and lashing.

d/ Gut thong long (single cowboy knot) — tie one end, pulling object and animal trap.

e/ Gut cang ché (dog leg knot) — hold rope that about to be broken at one spot.

f/ Gut ghé don (bowline hitch) — tie one end to hold moving object as such boat, life saving etc...
g/ Gut det (square knot) — connect 2 the same diameter ropes together.
